As Chief of the MLARS International Unit, Mary Butler also oversees the Department’s
Kleptocracy Initiative. Through this initiative, AFMLS’ prosecutors work to identify and
recover assets linked to foreign corruption and return them for the benefit of people
harmed by corruption in accordance with US forfeiture law, and applicable conventions
and treaties including the UN Convention against Corruption. Through this initiative, we
seek to prevent the US from being a haven for kleptocrats’ money and try to prevent the
US financial system from being used by kleptocrats. We use criminal and civil
authorities to bring such forfeiture cases and we prosecute bribe recipients or embezzlers,
bribe payers and third-party money launderers and other facilitators. Among the other
responsibilities of the International Unit, attorneys in the Unit provide assistance to
foreign governments seeking to enforce foreign governments’ forfeiture orders and in
trying to restrain assets in the US or subject to US jurisdiction, as permitted by US law.
We also provide and participate in training and assistance to our foreign counterparts on



conducting money laundering investigations, forfeiture procedures, and best practices for
managing seized and forfeited assets.
