1.7. The Organization acquires the status of a legal
entity from the moment of its state registration as
prescribed by the law and is a non-profit
organization, not aiming at making profit, Revenue
(profit) of the Organization is used exclusively to
finance expenditures for maintenance of the
Organization, implementation of its goal (objectives,
tasks) and focus areas determined in this Charter. It
is prohibited fo divide the received revenue (income)
or its part among founders (participants), members
of the Organization, employees (except for
compensation for their work or unified social tax),
and members of the management or other
individuals connected with them.

1.8. From the moment of its state registration the
Organization has the right to be a participant of civil
law relations, acquire proprietary and non-
proprietary rights, have an independent balance
sheet, accounts in banking institutions, its seal,
stamps, letterheads with its name, logo, brand mark
and other branding approved by the Board of the
Organization and registered as prescribed by the law.

1.9. The employees of the executive bodies of the
Organization come under the purview of the
Ukrainian legislation on labor, social security and
social insurance.

1.10. Interference of public agencies and officials
with the activity of the Organization as well as
interference of the Organization with the activity of
public agencies, officials and activity of other civil
associations is not permissible unless otherwise
provided by the law.

I.11. The Organization as an open civil society
organization adheres to the principles of equality of
all its members regardless of the language, religious
and other beliefs, race, gender and nationality,

1.12. In its activity the Organization relies on
universal human interests, democracy, the rule of
law, freedom of choice, needs of the society,
provision of equal rights and opportunities for
women and men, social significance of projects and
programs implemented by it.

1.13. The Organization may collaborate with foreign
non-governmental organizations and international
governmental organizations, maintain international
relations, enter into respective agreements, and
participate in implementation of events which do not
contradict Ukraine’s international obligations and
statutory objectives of the Organization ensuring
compliance with the Ukrainian legislation and
international treaties which the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine has agreed to be bound by.

2. Goal (objectives) and Focus Areas of the
Organization

2.1. The goal of activity of Transparency
International Ukraine is defense of rights and
freedoms, satisfaction of public, as well as econonic,
social, and other interests, including for members of
the Organization, promotion of ideas and
implementation of monitoring mechanisms,
transparency and accountability of public authorities,
business, political parties and civil society as a
prerequisite to reduce corruption in the country and
implement democratic reforms.

2.2. In order to implement the goal (objectives), the
Organization implements the following focus areas:

22.1. Promotion of the best international practices
in the area of corruption prevention and

Procedure of Acquisition and Cessation of

5.3.2. The Conference may fully or partly delegate
part of its powers, namely the powers stated in items
“d” (except for reports of the Board), “g” (except for
the decision concerning replacement of the Board),
“h” (except for complaints concerning actions or
inaction of the Board), “i” to the Board of the
Organization (except for complaints concerning
actions or inaction of the Board).

5.3.3. The Conference is convened by the Board no
less than once a year. Members are notified of the
date, time and place of the Conference and the
agenda at least 30 days in advance.

5.3.4. When required, an off-schedule Conference
can be convened at the demand of 1/10 of the
members of the Organization or the Audit
Committee. If the demand of the members of the
Organization to convene the Conference is not
fulfilled by the Board, these members have the right
to convene the Conference on their own authority.
5.3.5. The procedure of invitation of the members,
groundwork concerning convocation and execution
of the Conference is determined and handled by the
Directorate of the Organization, which can engage
other individuals to this activity (employees, project
personnel, volunteers etc.). The Directorate of the
Organization and other engaged individuals form the
organizing committee of the Conference, whose
activity is subject to an independent regulation.
5.3.6. Decisions of the Conference are valid on the
condition of presence of no less than 1/2 members of
the Organization. When casting a vote, each member
has one vote except for situations when the right to
vote has been delegated to him / her by another

Decisions concerning introduction of amendments to

If the Conference of the Organization or part of it is
executed with the use of electronic means of
communication, the procedure of registration of
members as well as the procedure of decision-
making at the Conference are subject to a separate
regulation approved by the Conference.

5.4, Board of the Organization

5.4.1. The executive body of the Organization in
the period between Conferences is the Board, which
is elected for a three-year term of office. The
quantitative composition of the Board is determined
by the Conference. Meetings of the Board are held as
needed but at least four times a year and are
convened at the initiative of Chair of the Board, The
Executive Director with the right of advisory vote
may be present at the meetings of the Board.
Members have the right to be present at the meetings
of the Board and have the right to request during the
meeting of the Board the right to speak in accordance
with the agenda item or a related issue.

5.4.2.  The meeting of the Board is legally qualified
if at least 2/3 (two thirds) of the members of the
Board elected by the Conference are present.
Decisions are considered valid if they have been
supported by the simple majority of votes of the
present members of the Board. Meetings of the
Board can be held with the use of electronic means
of communication.

If a member of the Board cannot participate in a
meeting personally, they send in a notification of that
three business days prior to the date of the meeting,
All members of the Board are to be notified via
email. Every member of the Board must confirm they
agree to that meeting procedure. In addition, this
must be stated in the Minutes of the Board meeting.

Members of the Board who notified of their inability
to participate in the meeting personally have the right
to vote using electronic means of communication
(email, Skype, Internet, etc.) simultaneously with the
Board meeting or thereafier.

If the vote is mixed or takes place fully in writing via
email, the decision is considered made if at least 60%
of the Board members support it. Members of the
Board are obliged to confirm the results of their
voting or refuisal to vote within three business days
of the questions being sent via email. If the responses
have not come in and 60% of the Board members
have failed to provide their response, the meeting
must be postponed until the next time. The Minutes
of the meeting are thus closed without any decisions
made.

5.5.3. Incase of absence of the Chair of the Board,
or temporary circumstances which prevent him or
her from fulfilling his or her duties, the functions are
performed by one of the deputy chairs or the
Executive Director at the written proxy of the Chair
of the Board.

5.5.4.  Re-election of the Chair of the Board is
executed by 2/3 of votes of the members. Re-election
of the Chair of the Board is also possible at a regular
or off-schedule Conference in case if this issue has
been included in the agenda by 1/3 members of the
Organization.

5.6. The Executive Director.

5.6.1.  The highest-ranking official in the period
between meetings of the Board of TI Ukraine is the
Executive Director. The candidate for the pasition of
the Executive Director is approved by the Board by
simple majority of votes based on the results of an
open competition for a term of three years.

The same person cannot hold the position of the
Executive Director for more than three consecutive
terms.

The staffing structure may include the position of a
Deputy Executive Director.

5.7. Supervisory Board

5.7.1. The Supervisory Board is the controlling body
of the Organization, which consists of at least three
members or more as determined by the Conference
and whose members are elected by the Conference
for a term of two years. Members of other governing
bodies, members and employees of the Organization
may not be members of the Supervisory Board.

5.7.2. The Supervisory Board has advisory and
supervisory powers over the financial activities and
targeted use of the Organization's assets.

5.7.3. The Supervisory Board monitors the
implementation of decisions of the governing and
executive bodies of the Organization.

5.7.4. The Chair of the Supervisory Board is elected
by its members at its first meeting.

6.1. The annual report on the implementation of the
statutory tasks of the Organization shall be published
within 90 days after the end of the reporting year.
6.2. The Board and the Executive Director report on
the activities of the Organization at the next
Conference to the members of the Organization.

6.3. The governing bodies of the Organization shall
provide the members of the Organization with
unimpeded access to information on the activities of
the Organization and the governing bodies.

7. The procedure for appealing against the
decisions, acts, or inaction of the Organization's
governing bodies and consideration of appeals

7.2. Decisions, actions (inaction) that may be
appealed include decisions taken by the
Organization's governing bodies, which have
resulted in:

a) violation of the rights and legitimate interests or
freedoms of a member of the Organization (group of
members of the Organization);

b) obstacles for the exercise by a member of the
Organization of his rights and legitimate interests or
freedoms;

c) illegal assignment of duties to a member of the
Organization or illegally holding them accountable;
d) against actions, omissions or decisions of a
member of the Organization, the Executive Director
or the Board of the Organization, or the Supervisory
Board of the Organization.

7.3. Requirements to the appeal: a) the appeal is
addressed to the Supervisory Board of the
Organization; b) the appeal must indicate the full
name, place of residence and means of
communication of the member of the Organization,
the essence of the raised issue, remarks, proposals,
statements or complaints, requests or requirements;
c) the appeal may be in writing, sent by mail or e-
mail or personally handed by a member of the
Organization to the relevant authority; d) the appeal
may be filed by an individual; €) the written
application must be signed by the applicant with the
date indicated (or sent from a personal e-mail).

the action, inaction, or decision of which is
challenged.

8. Sources of Income and the Use of Funds and
Other Property of the Organization

8.1. The organization has separate property,
independent balance sheet, opens accounts in
banking institutions, including foreign exchange
accounts, acquires, owns, uses and disposes of funds;
property; property and non-property rights;
intellectual property; other property; assets necessary
for the implementation of its statutory activities.

8.2. The sources of income of the Organization are:

a) funds and property received free of charge or in
the form of non-repayable financial assistance, in
particular received in the form of grants,
international technical or charitable, humanitarian
assistance, targeted financial assistance;

including through legal entities (companies,
enterprises). The Organization has the right to
involve members of the Organization (except those
who are also members of the Board) in execution of
works and provision of services with conclusion of
the relevant agreements, pursuant, in particular, to
the provisions of the Civil Code of Ukraine,

8.12. The Organization and the legal entities
(company, enterprise) created by it can be the
executor of the state order according to the law.

8.13. The organization acquires and can own houses,
buildings, housing, machinery, communications,
equipment, transport, inventory, funds, property, any
other property and property rights, intangible assets
(including intellectual property), necessary for the
material support of the activities provided by the
Charter.

10. The Procedure for Establishment, Operation
and Termination of the Organization's
Standalone Units

10.1. The Organization may have standalone units,
which are formed by the decision of the Board of the
Organization. The activity of a standalone unit is
regulated by the Regulations on a separate
subdivision, which is determined by the Executive
Director and approved by the Board of the
Organization.

10.2. The head of a standalone unit is appointed by
the Board of the Organization based on the results of
an open competition by a simple majority of votes.

11.3. The International activity of the Organization
is cartied out by participation in international
projects, participation in the work of international
non-governmental organizations, other activities
together with non-residents, as well as other forms
that do not contradict the legislation of Ukraine,
norms and principles of international law.

11.4. The Organization has the right to receive
donations and grants, gifts, charitable, humanitarian,
and volunteer assistance, membership fees from
individuals and legal entities, governmental and non-
governmental organizations of foreign countries.
11.5. The organization has the right to participate in
programs and projects of international technical
assistance.

11.6. In compliance with its statutory objectives the
Organization is eligible for international relations
and international activity in compliance with the
procedures prescribed by this Charter and current
legislation of Ukraine.

12, Changes and Amendments to the Charter

12.1 Amendments to the Charter of the Organization
shall be adopted by the Conference. Decisions shall
be made by at least three-fourths of the present
members of the Organization, including by
delegated votes.

12.2. The initiators of amendments to the current
Charter may be:

a) the Chair of the Board;

b) any of the governing, executive or controlling
bodies — the Board, the Executive Director, the
Supervisory Board;

c} 1/10 of the members of the Organization.

12.3. The changes and additions made to the Charter
shall be notified to the executive body of authority
pursuant io the procedure provided by the legislation

of Ukraine, which, in accordance with the
legislation, 1s authorized to register public
associations.

13. Termination of the Organization

13.1. Termination of the Organization may take
place through amicable liquidation, reorganization,
via court decision on prohibition (forcible
liquidation), or liquidation. If the Organization is
terminated via liquidation (including amicable or
forcible liquidation) or reorganization (merger,
separation, incorporation or transformation), its
assets shall be transferred to one or several non-profit
organizations of the corresponding type or registered
as budget revenue. The procedure for the transfer of
the Organization's assets shall be determined by the
Conference.

13.2. The reorganization of the Organization is
carried out by the decision of the Conference.

13.3. The Organization has the right to make the
decision on the termination of its activity (amicable
liquidation} at any moment.

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SUMMARY

The project “Efficient Public Assets Management and Civic Oversight” (the Project) is being
implemented by Civic Organization “Transparency International Ukraine” (TI Ukraine) within the
grant award from the Swedish International Development Cooperation Agency (Sida), Sida
Contribution No. 13736.

The Project implementation period - 01 April 2021 - 31 March 2024 (the Activity Period).

This document covers the 2nd year of project implementation, with reporting period April 01,
2022 - March 31, 2023.

The following objectives were approved for the Project:

e transparent, accessible and open market and improvement of selling and leasing procedures of
national and municipal assets through implementation of technical development of ETS
Prozorro.Sale;

e provision of equal passive access to information about public property management;

e launch of civic oversight of national and municipal property management through
establishing of a regional civic network;

e improvement of the legislative framework of public property realization through advocacy on
national and municipal levels.

The Project was registered by TI Ukraine in the International Technical Assistance base of Ukraine,
coordinated by the Secretary of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. The registration card of the
International Technical Assistance project is available by the link.

On February 24, 2022, due to the full-scale military aggression of the Russian Federation against
Ukraine, the President of Ukraine with the Decree Ne 64/2022 imposed martial law. russian invasion
caused enormous economic damage, around 20% of Ukrainian territory was occupied, 11 regions of
Ukraine were under active hostilities, while the whole country suffered from regular shelling.
aggressor is destroying civil infrastructure, state, communal and private property in an attempt to
break Ukrainians' ability to resist. As of February 2023, the total amount of damage caused by russia
to Ukraine’s infrastructure during the full-scale war estimated at $143.8 billion (at replacement cost)
according to the latest damage assessment'.

Above-mentioned events significantly affected work of state institutions and legislative regime in
sphere of state and communal property management. The government temporarily closed the open
data portal that collected almost all open registers and datasets available in Ukraine. Privatization and
lease auctions were significantly suspended. According to the public analytics module of
Prozorro.Sale system, from March to mid-April 2022, there was no auction held for small
privatization. Large-scale privatization became impossible due to substantial economic damage and
investment outflow. Among other provisions of martial law, military administrations created in
Ukraine were authorized to use state and communal property for the needs of defense. State and
communal property in regions that were not affected by active hostilities were used for relocation of
businesses and temporarily housing for internal displaced persons.

Due to decrease in public property privatization and lease auctions by 85% of the pre-war level, SOE
Prozorro.Sale - one of the main partners and beneficiaries of the Project - faced significant budget
shortage for support of the electronic auctions system. At the same time, activities on open data
enhancement and civic oversight were significantly limited by security threats. That is why the
Project team prepared amendments to the Project Plan and Budget that were approved by Sida in
May 2022.

It should be noted that TI Ukraine designed the original project plan in cooperation with the State
Property Fund of Ukraine, as it was expected that the State Property Register developed within the
Project will be transferred to SPFU for further administration. But the former head of the SPFU,
Dmytro Sennychenko, was dismissed in February 2022 and for 6 months the SPFU was temporarily
headed by Olha Batova. In September 2022 the Parliament finally appointed a new SPFU chairman -
Rustem Umierov who faced numerous challenges in state property management during wartime.

And on March 22, 2023, the NABU served with charges Dmytro Sennychenko in absentia, according
to the version of investigation, he was leading a criminal group that caused losses to the state budget
of UAH 500 million from the funds of state-owned enterprises.

Thus, taking into consideration the critical level of damages caused by russian aggression to
infrastructure all over Ukraine, imposed restrictions in publication of open data about strategic SoEs
and infrastructural objects, TI Ukraine proposed to suspend several components of the Project,
namely Outcome 2. Provided equal passive access to information about public property management,
Outcome 3. Launched civic oversight of national and municipal property management through
establishing a regional civic network and Objective 4.2 Improved legislation on municipal property
management on the local level.

As long as TI Ukraine aims to implement activities that will be truly beneficial for target audiences
and up to date, TI Ukraine’s team will analyze possibilities for effective reallocating savings that
occurred as a result of suspending these activities and will submit a respective proposal for non-cost
extension of the Project for SIDA consideration during upcoming months.

Despite wartime challenges, T1 Ukraine managed to achieve sufficient results within the Project.
According to the SoE Prozorro.Sale?, support provided within the Project helped to ensure the
smooth operation of the electronic trading system Prozorro.Sale and its analytics module. Among
other things, under the Project were provided:

- reliable hosting of the system's central database;

- technical support services;

- further enhancement of existing services and development of new ones according to changes
in public property management regulation.

Within the Project, TI Ukraine established partnerships with 7 members of the Parliament, 4
governmental and non-governmental organizations, and held 15 advocacy meetings with
stakeholders. During the reporting period, TI Ukraine analyzed 14 legislative initiatives in the sphere
of state property management for corruption and economic risks, prepared and provided positions
regarding 6 draft laws and the State Anti-Corruption Program for 2023-2025.

Outcome 1. Transparent, accessible and open market and improvement of selling and leasing
procedures of national and municipal assets through implementation of technical development
of ETS Prozorro.Sale.

As it was indicated above, due to the full-scale invasion SoE Prozorro.Sale faced significant budget
shortage for support of the electronic auctions system. Thus, it was proposed to prolong the contracts
of the Prozorro.Sale IT developers that were initially expected to be transferred from the Project team
to SoE staff. It was proposed to cover this need by reallocating funds from ‘2.1.3 Prozorro.Sale IT
Development (Transfer of Streams)’ to 2.1.2 Prozorro.Sale IT team’ budget line and these changes
were approved by Sida.

The contracts of the following roles have been prolonged:

QA Middle - 7 months (01/06/2022 - 31/12/2022)

Business Analyst Senior - 3 months (01/01/2023 - 31/03/2023)
Deployment Engineer / Devops - 3 months (10/06/2022 - 31/08/2022)
Portal Project Manager - 10 months (01/06/2022 - 31/03/2023)

PM Middle - 4 months (10/06/2022 - 30/09/2022).

During reporting period Prozorro.Sale IT team provided the following services:
- Analysis of legal acts in the field of regulation of public sales and preparation of technical

documentation for the implementation of the system of sale of objects of the register of large
privatization;

- Automatic testing of electronic platforms for compliance with e-auction procedures in the
ETS Prozorro.Sales;

- Improvement of monitoring and logging, setting up reservations and working out scenarios
for restoring procedures for conducting e-auctions in the ETS Prozorro.Sales;

- Support of releases of procedures for holding e-auctions in the ETS Prozorro.Sales;

- Organization, control and coordination of the process of ensuring stable operation and
improvement of the public portal Prozorro.Sales and the module of business analytics
Prozorro.Sales;

- Consulting on the results of land auctions in the ETS Prozorro. Sales;

- Development of the concept of cooperation with international markets, analysis of procedures
for the sale of assets in bankruptcy and seized property procedures;

- Consulting on published and conducted e-auction announcements on small privatization and
lease procedures during martial law;

- Analysis of the current regulatory framework regarding the procedure for conducting
e-auctions for the sale of seized assets by the Agency for Search and Asset Management.



At the same time, TI Ukraine’s IT controller for Prozorro.Sale & Dozorro.Sale IT development was
tracking and verifying all IT developments conducted within the Project, respective reviews were
submitted by the IT controller for each act of work acceptance.

Objective 1.1 IT Development of new streams and transfer of existing streams to the new
central database 3 (CDB3)

Outputs:
1.1.1 Transfer of existing streams to the new Central Database (CBD)

Within this Activity, the external supplier Prozori Solutions LLC was selected through the open
tender procurement procedure for the transfer of streams to the new CBD. The agreement was signed
for the period - September 23, 2022 - March 31, 2023, with a total amount of UAH 780 thousand. As
a result, the small privatization stream was transferred to the new CDB. This transfer improved stable
functionality and increased security of the system by editing, upscaling and enhancing program code,
elements configuration and data structure, adjusting hardware or virtualized components settings.

1.1.2. Development of new streams (i.e. new types of electronic auctions)

To accomplish Activities 1.1.2-1.1.4, the external supplier Prozori Solutions LLC was selected
through the open tender procurement procedure for development of new streams in the Prozorro.Sale
ETS. The agreement was signed for the period - September 26, 2022 - August 31, 2023, with a total
amount of UAH 5 069 thousand. Within this Activity, such results were achieved:

Privatization actions:

In August 2022, the Ukrainian government relaunched small-scale privatization under new rules for
online auctions during the martial law period. According to this decision, a new privatization
e-auction module for small-scale privatization was developed and 3 procedures for small and
large-scale privatization were updated within the Project in the Prozorro.Sale electronic trading
system. It should be noted that the USAID SOERA project supported development of the required
IT-part in systems of authorized marketplaces (Prozorro.Sale brokers). These refinements were
conducted to increase stability and security of the system, as well as to adapt the ETS to the new
legislative requirements, needs of particular markets and peculiarities of certain auction types.

As a result of such improvements, the market brought more than a billion UAH to the organizers and
the Ukrainian state. Since the start of 2023, the small-scale privatization auctions from the state and
municipalities - resulted in more than UAH 180 mIn. As of March 31, 2023, around 900 auctions
were announced based on new procedures for small-scale privatization, including 362 successful
auctions for the amount of UAH 1.56 bln that are being finalized.

Land auctions:

Electronic auctions for the lease and sale of land in the Prozorro.Sale system were launched in
Ukraine in October 2021 and temporarily suspended on March 24, 2022. The land auctions resumed
after the Law “On amendments to some legislative acts of Ukraine regarding the restoration of the
system of registration of lease rights for agricultural land plots and improvement of the legislation on

land protection” entered into force on November 19, 2022. Within the Project, technical support of
existing land auction procedures was provided.

This support enabled generating over UAH 630 million for the state and local budgets during the
wartime. More than 86% of such auctions were conducted for communal land plots helping local
communities to earn money during the war time. According to the Prozorro.Sale land Bl-module, the
total area of leased plots is more than 54,000 hectares, and almost 38,000 hectares are sold. In total,
more than three thousand successful online auctions for the sale or lease of land took place in the
Prozorro.Sale system, in which 5.5 thousand participants took part throughout Ukraine. The average

competition at auctions for the sale and lease of land plots is more than 3 participants, and the price
according to the results of e-auctions increases by more than 2 times. As of the end of March 2023,
more than 1500 land auctions with a total starting value of almost UAH 480 million have been
announced in the system. In October 2022, the World Bank published a Report in which highlighted
the impact of online auctions in the Prozorro.Sale system on income from the lease of state and
communal lands: it is concluded in the Report that the transition to the anti-corruption electronic
auction system Prozorro.Sale contributed to a rapid doubling of lease income.

Non-performing loans (NPL) auctions:

Within the Project, a separate NPL procedure for non-performing loans of state banks was developed
and launched in the Prozorro.Sale system on March 14, 2023. Banks with a state share may offer for
sale or lease both their own property and assets for which the borrower has not repaid the debt for
more than 90 days. This can be the debt of individuals and legal entities under credit agreements,
mortgage and surety agreements, as well as receivables, etc. In 2023, the volume of realization of
non-performing loans of banks with a state share is estimated from UAH 200 to 500 million. NPLs
constitute more than 41% of the asset portfolios of state-owned banks and banks with a state share.
This is an important first step in the process of improving the financial sector and bringing it in line
with international standards while maintaining financial stability.

Other streams:

Enhancement of Central Data Base that was conducted within the Project, allowed to expand its
functionality for e-auctions in commercial fishing and sale of amber. The first e-auctions for
commercial fishing, announced by the State Agency of Land Reclamation and Fisheries of Ukraine,
took place in Prozorro.Sale system in early 2023. Competition at these auctions led to a tenfold
increase in starting prices. More than 150 auctions were announced. Also, at the beginning of
February 2023, the State Storage for the first time announced online auctions for the sale of amber in
the system. Such e-auctions took place on February 27, 2023 and helped earn the first million UAH
from such procedures for the state budget.

1.1.3. Development of new technical functionality for the existing auction types or ETS in
general

Within this Activity, a deep refactoring of the Prozorro.Sale auctions module has been conducted to
increase and optimize the system’s performance. Additionally, the demo auctions functionality was
updated to match with the existing functionality and increase usability. Furthermore, a module for
re-exhibiting lots on auctions was developed for simplification of the respective processes.

1.1.4. Development of new functionality at modules for CDB3

Within this Activity, the main administrative interface of the Central Data Base (CDB) has been
developed for enhancing its functionality, stability and security. Additionally refactoring API and
autotests of CDB were conducted. Furthermore, billing procedures have been significantly improved
in order to ensure due transparency and mitigate risks of human failures.

1.1.5. IT support that is needed for vital working and activity of the electronic system:

- ETS Hosting

On March 12, 2022, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved Resolution Ne263 “On some issues
of ensuring the functioning of information and communication systems, electronic communication
systems, and public electronic registers during martial law.” According to this Resolution, during the
wartime period, all state owners (holders) and administrators of electronic systems have to protect the
information processed and take measures to backup state information resources and public electronic
registers on cloud resources or data centers located outside Ukraine.

Amazon Web Services (AWS) was identified as the most acceptable resource for backing up
Prozorro.Sales ETS data and hosting Prozorro.Sales ETS components. Within the project, the official
Amazon re-seller in Ukraine, the Elkor LLC was selected through the open tender procurement
procedure . The agreement was signed for the period - August 08, 2022 - August 31, 2023, with a
total amount of UAH 3 139 thousand. Within the Project, hosting services were provided to SoE
Prozorro.Sale according to the contracts signed with the selected vendor.

Migration of CDB to AWC allowed to minimize security risks related to the performance of the
system during missile attacks and blackouts. It is important to mention that the migration was
finalized within a record short time and with minimal “down time” thus it did not affect any auctions
that were held.

- ETS Administration

Within this Activity, Triangu LLC was selected through the open tender procurement procedure . The
agreement was signed for the period - September 14, 2022 - June 30, 2023, with a total amount of
UAH 2 817 thousand. ETS Administration services were provided regularly according to the contract
with the selected vendor and ensured 100% accessibility of the system for its users. Recent analytics
shows an increase in the average number of bidders from 1,26 in April 2022 to 2,25 in April 2023.

Objective 1.2. Improvement of the Prozorro.Sale market data analysis tools

Output: 1.2.1 Completing infrastructure upgrades for Prozorro.Sale web-site, integration and
adaptation with CDB 3 space.

Redesign of the Prozorro.Sale public portal was put on hold during the wartime. Reallocation of
funds reserved for this activity will be discussed further.

Output: 1.2.2 Upgrading the Business Intelligence module according to the new developments
in Prozorro.Sale system.

Within this Activity, RBC Group LLC was selected through the open tender procurement procedure .
The agreement was signed for the period - October 05, 2022 - March 31, 2023, with a total amount of
UAH 1 8860 thousand.

This support enabled development of a separate analytics module for the property rental market. The
developed functionality https:/lease-bi.prozorro.sale allows users to view key indicators for the lease
of state and communal property and commercial lease.

Within this Activity, new procedures were added to the Prozorro.Sale analytics module, including
internal dashboards for Prozorro.Sale team - marketing dashboard and NPS dashboard that allows
tracking net promoter score for Prozorro.Sale streams, brokers and different auction types.

Outcome 2. Provided equal passive access to information about public property management.

Objective 2.1 Publishing and visualization of the property and assets lists through the
development of an innovative I'T platform for analysis.

Output: 2.1.1 Public property data registry is in a unified format; open in a structured and
efficient way.

Output: 2.1.2 Innovative IT platform “The State Property Register” is launched

During the Ist year of the Project, TI Ukraine prepared a report with recommendations on improving
the state property accounting process and in close cooperation with the State property Fund of
Ukraine developed terms of references for the technical development of the innovative IT platform.
With the beginning of full-scale russian invasion the tender procedures were suspended. Taking into
consideration new regulations for data disclosure during martial law, TI Ukraine coordinated with the
State Property Fund of Ukraine to refine the terms on additional data safety for displaying the
information on critical infrastructure, assets of strategic importance for the security and defense of
Ukraine.

But taking into consideration the critical level of damages caused by russian aggression to
infrastructure all over Ukraine, imposed restrictions in publication of open data about strategic SoEs
and infrastructural objects, TI Ukraine proposed to suspend several components of the Project,
including Outcome 2. Provided equal passive access to information about public property
management.

As long as TI Ukraine aims to implement activities that will be truly beneficial for target audiences
and up to date, TI Ukraine’s team will analyze possibilities for effective reallocation of savings that
occurred as a result of suspending these activities and will submit a respective proposal for non-cost
extension of the Project for SIDA consideration during upcoming months.

Outcome 3. Launched civic oversight of national and municipal property management through
establishing a regional civic network.

Objective 3.1 Watchdogging over the state / municipal property management by the
independent DOZORRO.Sale community
Output: 3.1.1 Regional network of independent local CSOs is established.

Objective 3.2 The option to leave a complaint/message/feedback on potential violations.

Output: 3.2.1 Monitored public procedures on sale and lease of national and municipal
property, including auctions on Prozorro.Sale by the means of a regional network of
independent CSOs

During the first months of full-scale russian invasion in Ukraine most electronic auctions of
small-scale privatization and property lease via Prozorro.Sale system were stopped due to critical
security situation, occupation of territories in 11 regions and shelling that affected all regions of
Ukraine. Due to these conditions, it was decided to suspend monitoring activities of the
DOZORRO.Sale community.

Instead, TI Ukraine proceeded to follow the work of State Property Fund of Ukraine during the
martial law (link), provided expert opinions on data disclosure on public property (link), informed
about existing possibilities for relocation of business (link), advocated for preserving the corporate
governance reform (link), followed first steps in resuming privatization and lease auctions (link),
prepared and published numerous legal analyses on adapting public property privatization and lease
during the wartime (see Publications annex).

Outcome 4. Improved legislative framework of public property realization through advocacy
on national and municipal level.

Objective 4.1. Improved regulatory framework for property management on the national level.

Outputs:
4.1.1 Establishment of an expert group for the development of the draft laws and local council
decisions.

Within the Project, TI Ukraine established partnerships with 7 members of the Parliament, 4
governmental and non-governmental organizations, and held 15 advocacy meetings with
stakeholders. The aim was to expand the list of partners and contacts among expert profile
organizations in order to develop and promote changes to the current legislation of Ukraine in the
field of public property management.

Within this Activity, TI Ukraine systematically monitored and analyzed legislative initiatives for
corruption and economic risks. The result of this activity is the development of statements,
recommendations and proposals for improving draft laws, which were addressed to the MPs.

During the reporting period, TI Ukraine analyzed 14 legislative initiatives, prepared and provided
amendments to the following draft laws:

e Ne7319 “On Amendments to some legislative acts of Ukraine regarding the specifics of
corporate governance of legal entities whose shareholder (founder, participant) is the state

during the period of the legal regime of martial law in Ukraine” (link).

e Ne7451 “On Amendments to the Law of Ukraine “On the Privatization of State and

Communal Property" and other legislative acts of Ukraine regarding the promotion of
enterprise relocation processes in conditions of martial law and the economic recovery of the
state” (link).
TI Ukraine called the parliament to resume and simplify the privatization procedures (that
have been suspended during the martial law period) with the adoption of Draft Law Ne7451.
In July 2022, meetings were held with MPs to promote the position of TI Ukraine on this
draft law and submit amendments for the second reading. As a result, Draft Law was adopted
in August 2022 and questionable provisions like concealing all information about
privatization auctions during the war were excluded as was recommended by TI Ukraine.

e No7605 “On Amendments to some laws of Ukraine regarding the optimization of some issues
of forced alienation and confiscation of property in the conditions of the legal regime of
martial law” (link).

o Neg045 “On Amendments to the Tax Code of Ukraine and other legislative acts regarding the
privatization of state and communal property subject to a tax lien and ensuring the
administration of tax debt repayment” (link).

TI Ukraine called the parliament to unblock the privatization of state and municipal assets in
tax lien (link), which will help to get more than 1 billion hryvnias to the state budget. Our
recommendations were taken into account by adopting in November 2023 Draft Law Ne8045.

o Ne8205 “On the peculiarities of termination by decision of the owner of state-owned
enterprises and economic companies in the authorized capital of which more than 50 percent
of the shares (shares) belong to the state” (link).

o No6l02-n1 “On Amendments to some legislative acts regarding the harmonization of

legislation in the field of lease and privatization of state and communal property” (link).
In March 2023, the Draft Law Ne6102-1 which proposed to increase the rates of guarantee
fees for participants in privatization auctions was registered in the Parliament. TI Ukraine
held a meeting with stakeholders to discuss the risks of such a legislative initiative and
proposed changes to the relevant provisions of Draft Law.

TI Ukraine also participated in public discussions of the State Anti-Corruption Program for
2023-2025 organized by the National Agency on Corruption Prevention and submitted our
recommendations to respective chapters of the Program regarding the need to update the list of
state-owned property that cannot be privatized and bring the corporate governance system in
state-owned enterprises to the corporate governance standards of OECD (link). The State
Anti-Corruption Program was finally approved by CMU Resolution Ne220 on March 04, 2022.

4.1.2 Advocacy of the reform of transparent standard for state / communal property
accounting.

After consultations with stakeholders (strategic session of the working group) in January 2022,
during February-April 2022, a draft Roadmap for Public Property Accounting Reform was developed

within the Project. Due to the full-scale invasion of Russia into Ukraine, many points outlined in the
document became temporarily irrelevant. The issue of accounting for the state-owned property that
was damaged or destroyed as a result of aggressive military actions appeared on the agenda.

In May 2022, the experts of TI Ukraine together with the representatives of the State Property Fund
of Ukraine prepared two draft laws on the functioning of the State Property Unified Register:

- «On Amendments t me la f Ukraine on the functioning of the State Property Unifi

Register and Information Interactiony;
- «On Amendments to the Code of Ukraine about administrative offenses concerning the
establishment of responsibility for violation of the order of the account of objects of state

property».

Certain provisions of the Draft law on the functioning of the State Property Unified Register have
already been reflected in the Draft Law Ne8250, which is currently awaiting the second reading in the
Parliament.

4.1.3 Advocacy of the modernization of legal regulation for lease of state and municipal
property.

After the adoption of Draft Law Ne7192 and government decision Ne634 TI Ukraine published
informative materials for tenants about new features and privileges in the lease of state and municipal
property (link), how to lease state and municipal property during the war (link), possibilities for
relocation of business by leasing state and municipal property (link).

Also, TI Ukraine analyzed Draft Law Ne6102-71 in the part for the harmonization of lease legislation
and drafted recommendations for improvement of this Draft Law (link).

4.1.4 Advocacy of the regulations for sale of property of debtors in bankruptcy cases to be
conducted via electronic auctions.

On March 20, 2023 the draft law Ne4409 “On Amendments to the Bankruptcy Code of Ukraine” was
finally adopted. In May 2021 recommendations to this draft law were prepared by project experts and
submitted to the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine.

Within this Activity, TI Ukraine also contributed to enhancing a Draft Law Ne8205 that was
registered in the Parliament in November 2022 to improve legal regulation for termination of

state-owned enterprises and sale of their property via electronic auctions. The representatives of TI
Ukraine presented our recommendations and participated in the working group on amendments for
the second reading of this Draft Law. Representatives of the State Property Fund of Ukraine, Ministry
of Justice, Prozorro.Sale, EU-funded Project Pravo-Justice also participated in the working group.
The Draft Law was adopted on April 11, 2023.

4.1.5 Organization of a project team and engagement of marketplaces - electronic sites - to
work with the seller and potential buyers of the property.

During the reporting period the project team conducted 12 meetings with Prozorro.Sale marketplaces
on the implementation of new legislative changes and technical changes:

Objective 4.2 Improved legislation on municipal property management on the local level

Outputs:

4.2.1 Advocacy of decision-making by local councils concerning standard of property
accounting.

4.2.2 Advocacy of the adoption of legal regulation for lease of municipal property on the local
levels.

4.2.3 Advocacy of the adoption of legal regulation for small-scale privatization of municipal
property on the local levels.

During the first months of full-scale russian invasion in Ukraine most electronic auctions of
small-scale privatization and property lease via Prozorro.Sale system were stopped due to critical
security situation, occupation of territories in 11 regions and shelling that affected all regions of
Ukraine. According to international estimates, the number of internally displaced persons exceeded 7
million citizens, more than 4 million people registered for temporary protection in Europe. The
community members focused on issues of volunteer assistance to the Ukrainian military, the delivery
of humanitarian goods from abroad and active participation in the defense of Ukraine in the ranks of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Due to these conditions, it was decided to suspend monitoring and
advocacy activities of the DOZORRO.Sale community.

That is why TI Ukraine focused its efforts on monitoring and advocacy of enhancement of the
legislative framework of public property management at the national level (Outcome 4.)

Immediate Emergency Fund

As a response to full-scale russian aggression in Ukraine, it was proposed by TI Ukraine to use the
Immediate Emergency Fund of the Project for the needs of Ukraine’s resistance during the wartime.
The proposal was approved by Sida. Within this component, TI Ukraine provided assistance to 14
subjects of Ukraine’s resistance (legal entities and persons) that included 300 Individual First Aid
Kits, 103 bags for Kits, 100 Hemostatic tourniquets, 9 Tablets, 120 pieces of personal protective
equipment, 6 Radio stations, 184 pieces of clothing.
